1. OPENING STATEMENT BY COMMITTEE CHAIRMAN

Chairman Cesar Moreno Bravo welcomed the participants and wished them a successful and fruitful meeting. Special mention was given to Stan Perkins the new WMA President and Dr Danny Daniel’s best wishes were duly conveyed to the committee members.

2. APPROVAL OF THE MINUTES OF THE LAST MEETING

The following amendments were requested:

Pg: 5 under point 1, it should read: The WMA would lose many athletes that it has gained in this age group and most will probably opt out of the sport and possibly never come back to Athletics.

 Pg: 9 under point 10.4, it should read: He was pleased to announce that CMAA has accepted to discuss affiliation with Athletics Canada (CAA).

3. MATTERS  ARISING (Report of the IAAF Congress in Berlin)

This year’s Masters’ Committee Meeting was largely dominated by the new IAAF Competition Rule 141 which was voted during the 2009 IAAF Congress in Berlin and which has since had adverse effects on WMA events. View the intensity of the issue, it was agreed that the subject would be largely discussed under point 10.1.

4. UPDATE ON IAAF ACTIVITIES – General Secretary Pierre Weiss 

The General Secretary welcomed everyone and in particular, Stan Perkins. He explained that President Lamine Diack could not assist in the meeting because of a prior engagement and he apologized that he too would not be able to attend the entire meeting as he was to join the President. He therefore requested Members to address any issues needing his attention at the end of his report so that he has ample time to respond.

WMA status on the International Scene

Who is the WMA and who are its members? Pierre Weiss evoked the creation of the WMA in Gothenburg, Sweden in 1977. He explained that in the case of the IAAF, we recognize one national federation (MF) per country and that between the IAAF and WMA, it was agreed in the past that where a MF did not have or was not interested in having a masters’ unit, then the IAAF would allow the WMA to accept a Masters’ affiliate. However, the reality today is that this has proved complicated in some aspects particularly regarding Anti-doping issues. For example, in the case of a positive result, what would happen if the athlete was a member of the Masters’ affiliate which is not part of the IAAF MF? Furthermore, in terms of legal existence, where would such a case stand before CAS? The WMA has adapted the WADA Code; however, is it capable of implementing it? Most important, does the WMA have legal status as concerns the Anti-doping body? As it stands today, the answer is no. He further noted that the IAAF spends 600,000 USD per year in CAS cases. What will happen if one day a Masters’ athlete challenges a WMA suspension decision and goes to CAS?  Would the WMA be able to meet the financial implications of such a court process? It is therefore of uttermost importance that there is only one representative of masters’ per country through the MF. However, the Secretary General noted one obstacle: the case of a MF that previously did not have a masters’ section and which today decides to have one yet, there already exists an independent Masters’ association. This is the case of MEX today. If concerned parties agree to merge then all works for the better, if not, there is a deadlock. He was nonetheless fervent that this path is the most logical and coherent solution to this pressing problem. He said that we should not wait but rather take the necessary precautions in order to avoid what could be an explosive and embarrassing situation for the WMA in the future.
WMA Affiliates and Independent Masters’ Associations

During question and answer time, Dieter Massin urged prompt action concerning the status of non-WMA affiliated associations. Targeted are those that do not sign the WMA Application Form but nonetheless, send athletes to participate in WMA events. He reminded members that such associations which also do not have voting rights at WMA General Assemblies are a potential legal risk in the case of a positive test because legally, they are not bound to the WMA Anti-doping Code. This is critical because who decides the suspension of the athlete and for how long? Further, should the WMA attempt to present the case in CAS, it would lose the case. Stan Perkins said that the WMA has to resolve this dilemma now as this is a legal challenge otherwise; the organisation will have to suspend its Anti-doping policy. Pierre Weiss reminded members that the WMA Anti-doping Code was supervised by the IAAF as it was drafted by Monty Hacker with IAAF experts. It was noted that only in positive cases where the athletes were from an IAAF MF was the WMA able to see the matter dealt with appropriately. Pierre Weiss said that the issue should be presented to the WMA Council. 

On another pending issue, Pierre informed the members that one of the on going topics discussed with Stan Perkins was the reality of Masters’ activities in the world. The last chart submitted to the IAAF by the WMA dates back to six years ago and it is vital for the WMA to have a clear vision about the worldwide situation of the Masters’ Movement. Stan Perkins replied that a new chart will be produced after the WMA Council Meeting in Sacramento. He agreed with Pierre Weiss that because of the current structure of our sport, all WMA affiliates should automatically belong to an IAAF MF. He guaranteed that he would go before the WMA Council to propose major changes in the WMA affiliation process. He said that he would call upon the IAAF if there are difficulties with MFs assimilating Masters’ units and reiterated that his objective is to “blend” the two organisations. He vowed that the WMA Council will discuss the matter and then present its recommendations to the next WMA General Assembly.

Speaking about IAAF / WMA relationship, Pierre Weiss said that it is excellent. He pointed out that in the past year; he had met with Secretary Winston Thomas during the week of the annual IAF Gala and more recently, with Stan Perkins in Dubai during the 2010 Sportaccord Convention. 

IAAF Financial Situation 

Pierre Weiss informed members that the IAAF Executive Board had met on the eve of our committee meeting to discuss, among others, the current financial situation. He said that the Treasurer had emphasised the need to either increase income or cut down on expenses. Among the measures taken:

· An end to the competition preparation grant.

· An end to certain IAAF development programmes by reduction of certain activities at RDC centres. The overall development budget will be trimmed from 3.2 million to 2.1 million.

· A reduction of personnel in the Medical and Anti-Doping Department – those that leave will not be replaced unless absolutely necessary. 

· A reduction in the number of Out-of-Competition Anti-doping Tests. 

· A reflection on the maintenance of certain committees and commissions such as the Masters’ and Women’s Committees since their initial purpose has evolved with time. The time has come to review whether the IAAF has too many committees and commissions and moreover, are they comprised of too many members? In any case, the Executive Board has decided to restrict committee and commission meetings to one per year. 

IAAF General Secretary’s official stand on IAAF Rule 141

The Secretary General clarified that the Congress democratically voted the new rule and that it is his duty to implement the Congress’ decisions. However, he encouraged members to pursue discussion on the issue. Among possible options for the WMA, he suggested that Chairman Cesar Moreno Bravo compile arguments that can be presented to the IAAF Council during the next meeting in Kiev in early August 2010. He said that taking into account the drastic implications reported by the WMA, the Chairman could recommend postponing implementation of this new rule change until the next Congress in Daegu where it could be presented again for reconsideration. 

5. CHAIRMAN’S REPORT – Cesar Moreno Bravo
Commencing his report, the Chairman set the tone of the meeting by saying that it would be a meeting of “reflection” about where the IAAF Masters’ Committee stands and where it is heading. He reiterated that the IAAF is ready to work with the WMA and to resolve any problems. With an air of optimism, he said that the newly elected WMA Executive Board marks the beginning of a new era. It is a “young” team that seems to have a clear mind, goodwill and is ready to work closely with the IAAF especially now that we need to debate on the future of the IAAF Masters’ Committee.

Cesar Moreno Bravo went on to say that the difference between the IAAF and WMA is that the former is an association of athletics’ federations whilst the latter is an association of athletes. He said that in the eighties, the IAAF embraced the idea that there could be only one Athletics federation per country. WAVA, among others, was a totally independent organisation and the IAAF decided that although costly, it would accommodate WAVA’s needs and interests to “blend in” with IAAF philosophy. He said that the IAAF has had to make concessions because it wants to help the athletes. One of the reasons we have a problem with IMGA is perhaps because before, athletics was an amateur sport but since the 1984 Los Angles Olympic Games, it has become “big business”. He said that social trends are going contrary to our original plan for the sport and therefore, we must intensify efforts to adapt to the changing situation.

IAAF Masters’ Committee

The Chairman concluded his report by asking: “Is this committee the best way of helping the masters’ movement?”  He stressed that there needs to be deep reflection on the issue and if there is a more effective alternative, then we must accept it. He assured members that the IAAF is of goodwill and open to feedback on the subject. 

Bridget Cushen responded by saying that the IAAF Masters’ Committee had helped kindle the relationship between UK Athletics and UK Masters although the latter has not been integrated into the MF because of the financial implications this would entail. Reacting to the topic, Marina Hoernecke-Gil expressed concern about the follow up of Masters’ Committee affaires and Vadim Marshev suggested that the Masters’ Committee could form, for example, a working group to follow up with IMGA which he described is “like a train going faster and faster”.  Dawai Wang felt that the IAAF Masters’ Committee should continue to exist because it has an important role through the IAAF in keeping an eye on other athletics bodies in the world.

6. WMA PRESIDENT’S REPORT – Stan Perkins

In his first report to the IAAF Masters’ Committee, the WMA President presented the names of the newly elected WMA Council and said that he expected additional new faces with the regional elections coming up later this year. He also stated that the WMA General Assembly had given the WMA Council authority to “go ahead” with a full revision of the WMA Constitution and the restructuring of the WMA. Regarding the IAAF/WMA Coordination Meeting held during the weekend of the 2009 IAF Gala, he said that together with Winston Thomas and Tom Jordan, they had represented the WMA.  Although the meeting was useful, he hopes that in the future an alternative date can be found so that both organisations can have ample time to meet and discuss important issues relevant to both organisations in the presence of the IAAF General Secretary. 

Giving feedback about the IAF Gala evening, Stan Perkins thanked the IAF for the honour that was bestowed upon the WMA Male and Female Masters’ Athletes of the Year when Lord Sebastian Coe presented them on stage. It was also a memorable moment when Prince Albert II took time afterwards to chat and enquire about the Masters’ Best Athletes of the Year. He said that it was indeed an unforgettable moment for these deserving and exceptional athletes. Vadim Marshev challenged the notion of “Best Male and Female Masters Athletes” because poor Masters’ from Russia and other parts of the world cannot afford to travel to places where WMA Championships take place.

Moving on to WMA 2009 events, Stan Perkins with much regret reported that only 1400 Masters’ athletes participated in the WMA World Indoor Championships in Kamloops (British Columbia, CAN). On the other hand, he praised the LOC for the excellent planning and organisation although the result fell short of their expectations. Dieter Massin explained that, despite the event’s promotion on the EVAA website, only approximately 400 European athletes participated. He said that this was perhaps due to the current economic crisis. 

On another topic, committee members were informed that the dates of the 2013 WMA World Championships may be changed because of the World Masters Games and concern over accommodation availability. The request has come from the LOC but his biggest concern right now is determining whether WMA athletes will support this event or opt for the World Masters Games in Torino (ITA) which are within weeks of each other. Unfortunately, it is highly likely that as was the case of Kamloops, European Masters’ athletes will for economic reasons, most probably choose to stay in Europe and participate in the World Masters Games which are closer to home.  

7. Relations with IMGA – Pierre Weiss & Stan Perkins

Pierre Weiss reported that both he and Stan Perkins “invited themselves” to the 2010 IMGA Convention in Dubai which took place during Sportaccord 2010. He said that he was disappointed by the way that the IAAF/WMA were treated by the organisation who somehow forgot to send either organisation an invitation to attend the General Assembly particularly bearing in mind that there were elections. This, he said, is unacceptable because the IAAF is a legitimate and key component of IMGA. Whereas he understands that perhaps there is confusion because the IAAF is represented by the WMA in the organisation as concerns Masters’ issues, he has nonetheless written a formal complaint to the IOC concerning this regrettable oversight.  He noted though, that he is optimistic about relationship with IMGA since Lord Sebastian Coe is now also an IMGA Goodwill Ambassador and being also the IAAF Vice President, this is obviously a positive step for athletics in general. He noted that the IAAF will always be recognised by IMGA but not the WMA and that this situation needs to be clarified with IMGA as the IAAF has delegated Masters’ issues to the WMA. He continued by saying that in the past, there was an elected member of the WMA in the IMGA Executive Board ie: the late Torsten Carlius (SWE) and Cesari Beccalli (ITA). Unfortunately, Monty Hacker was not elected last year and the seat went to FIBA thus, robbing the WMA of a strategic position within IMGA. 

Stan Perkins stated that when Masters Games are not run properly, masters’ athletes blame the sport of athletics which is governed by the IAAF and not IMGA. He therefore advocated that the WMA take a positive approach towards the the organisation and insist on controlling the athletics’ component during their events. Cesar Moreno Bravo echoed the same opinion and added that IMGA / WMA relationship should be similar to that of the IAAF / IOC. The WMA President also said that should the WMA take control of this component, it would impose a sanction fee for all athletes participating in athletics. Rex Harvey said that the organisation has previously received help from WMA. Marina Hoernecke-Gil asked if the WMA would ratify a record obtained during Masters Games from someone that just signs up. Jim Blair pointed out that according to WMA rules, records are accepted only if the athlete is a member of the WMA or if the event is sanctioned by the WMA (Rule 260.1.1.2). Stan Perkins clearly stated that the WMA has not sanctioned the Masters Games in Torino or the Senior Games. Pierre Weiss said that if WMA writes a letter of complaint to IMGA concerning the 2013 Masters’ Games, he is ready to sign it and forward it to the association.

Supporting the view of continued membership to IMGA, Stan Perkins said that the WMA must continue to seek better cooperation and distinguish itself as the host of Masters “Championships”. The fact is that the IOC recognises sports federations and IMGA is not but rather the IAAF. He further noted that it is regrettable that 2013 Masters’ Games to be held in Torino (ITA) are scheduled within weeks of the 2013 WMA World Stadia Championships in Porto Alegre (BRA) which is detrimental to the WMA event as Masters’ athletes will not be able to attend both events. 

This will definitely have a negative impact on the number of European Masters’ athletes travelling to South America for the championships and this is a pity as it the first time that such an event is to be held in the hemisphere. Neither the IAAF nor FIDAL had been informed about the date and venue of the event prior to the decision. As regards 2011 IMGA European Regional Games, it appears that CONI is supporting the event. The IAAF received a note from Anna Riccardi (Head of International Department at FIDAL) saying that she had been instructed by CONI to organise the event in Lignano (ITA).  This has caused an embarrassing situation because financed by CONI; FIDAL has no say other than fulfil its obligation and inform the IAAF accordingly. Questioned about the situation, Pierluigi Migliorini said that as far as he is aware, only one meeting took place but there was no engagement. Cesar Moreno Bravo said that this type of situation is unfortunately a classic case between many MFs and their National Olympic Committees. He further noted that the problem with IMGA is difficult not only because of its powerful position but most important, the IOC members involved.

Pierre Weiss assured members that such oversight on the part of IMGA will not reoccur in the future because he will be firm and insist that the IAAF must be duly informed and consulted before such decisions are taken. He has also demanded that the IAAF be fully informed about Masters’ Games biding cities and the proposed event dates so that calendar clashes are avoided for the best interest of the sport. 

Bridget Cushen added that one of the major problems concerning the Masters’ Games is that anyone can download an entry form from the website or request one, send it and then participate in any event. This causes a major loop hole for life suspended athletes who might register and then participate in Masters Games. Pierre Weiss said that should this occur, the IAAF must be immediately informed and it would take due action if there is anything to be achieved.

8. MASTERS’  COMPETITIONS – See appendix

9.  AREAS’ REPORTS

As Area Reports were circulated prior to the meeting, the following is a short summary of the main points discussed during the meeting.

9.1 Africa – Léonie Paulette Etong

In a desperate plea, Léonie Paulette Etong asked the WMA President to intervene and help improve communication and cooperation between active Masters’ associations in Africa and Jean Hedley Edmond, President of AMA. She further requested that the Africa grant from the WMA also be used to support such associations. Stan Perkins said that the region first and foremost needs effective management and it was recommended that the best solution to helping such associations is to send equipment but not money. Africa also needs technical assistance and companies such as Microsoft could eventually be approached for equipment donations. 

9.2 Asia – Shigenobu Murofushi

Shigenobu Murofushi started his report by paying tribute to the late Teruji Kogake who passed away on 9 May 2010. He was a legend in Japanese sports and also a former Masters’ Committee Member. On behalf of his family, he thanked the IAAF and members of the committee that had sent condolences and said that they were deeply touched by the affection that was displayed as 2000 people from all over Japan attended the 2 day funeral.  Moving on to other matters, the IAAF was asked to help in establishing a closer working relationship between AMA and AAA. Dawai Wang asked that the IAAF requests information about how much money is invested by the AAA in Masters’ activities. Pierre Weiss was informed that the AMA contact is Hari Chandra (SIN) and he agreed to follow up with Maurice Nicholas (SIN).  The latter has since been implemented.

9.3 Europe – Dieter Massin

Commending the excellent relationship between the EVAA and the EAA, Dieter Massin said that it was the key to enhanced cooperation between the two organisations. He said that personal contacts and the relationship between Council Members are essential.  This, he said, has also helped instil the idea that Masters’ are an important part of athletics. It was also stressed that the fact that the EVAA Constitution and website are in several languages facilitates communication and breaks down barriers in the region. He informed members that it is inevitable that in the next two years, EVAA will become an integral part of EAA. It was also clarified that the EVAA central office is in Athens (GRE) and the post office address is in Lausanne (SUI). Dieter Massin also revealed that “Herbstgold” a documentary supported by EVAA and featuring five “over 80” European veterans has been completed and the trailer will be shown during the EVAA General Assembly in Nyíregyháza (HUN). On another milestone, members were informed that EAA had invited EVAA to participate in an annual innovation award where it would present a project concerning “Masters’ development and safety officers”. 

9.4 North America, Central America and Caribbean – Dr. Danny Daniels

Members were informed that thus far, 800 CMAA have left to join AC. However, the dilemma is that only the CMAA is recognized by the WMA and as such, the situation needs to be resolved. Rex Harvey said that he is pushing to have Anti-doping tests introduced in the Masters’ events in the USA although this necessitates a year’s training before the program becomes official procedure. 

9.5 Oceania – Jim Blair

Jim Blair pointed out that the Islands in the region are being helped out with donations of equipment, development funding, coaching of athletes and the training of local officials. 

9.6 South America – Jorge de La Canale

Jorge de La Canale said that IAAF Rule 141 has caused problems for ASUDAVE. It was noted that the area has the highest rate of female participation in Masters’ events and was praised for its policy of opening up its championships to other areas. It was also confirmed that the 2010 ASUDAVI Championships will take place as planned in Santiago (CHI) since this area was not affected by the recent earthquake.

10. QUESTIONS & TOPICS FROM COMMITTEE MEMBERS

10.1 Age Limit: IAAF Rule 141

The Chairman said that he has approached Pierre and requested to meet with the Road Running Commission to explain the adverse effects of Rule 141 on Masters’ events. Briefly, he will tell them that they have nothing to win and that the WMA has much to lose. IAAF Rule 141 has proved to be an international calamity for the Masters’ Movement as it reads: “Master Men and Women: Any athlete who has reached his/her 35th birthday for stadia events and 40th birthday for out of stadia events.”  The absurdity of it has not only created chaos during Masters’ events but is also jeopardizing the commitment of current and future bidding cities for some WMA events.  

As noted in the 2009 Masters’ Committee Minutes, the Committee had unanimously voted against it quoting among others:

1. It would be detrimental to the Masters’ Movement as doing so would re-establish the 5 years gap between elite athletes and Masters’. The case of athletes such as Haile Gebreselassie is an “exception” rather than a “common” trend. The WMA would lose many athletes that it has gained in this age group and most will probably opt out of the sport and possibly never come back to Athletics. 

2. Instead of giving more opportunities for people of this age group to practise Athletics, this move would instead reduce these opportunities which is contrary to the WMA / IAAF objective: “Athletics for Life”.

3. The change would create confusion because it would affect an athlete’s status and data – it does not make sense to be considered a Masters’ athlete for all other disciplines except one. 

4. It was noted that most other sports such as swimming are in fact lowering the age of Masters”.

Further discussion this year recalled that when the age group was lowered to 35, participation in Masters’ events rose considerably which justified the purpose and reasoning of the former rule. If the new rule stands, few Masters’ athletes, if any, would ever qualify to compete with elite athletes. It is simply unrealistic and contradictory to the IAAF / WMA universal goal: “Athletics for life”. 

Rex Harvey intervened to say that he believes that there was confusion at the IAAF Congress in Berlin concerning the IAAF Rule 141 and that those with limited knowledge of English may not have understood Cesar Moreno Bravo’s on-stage clarification and simply voted as per the written document that they had received and which had incorrectly noted that the IAAF Council was in favour of the rule change while in fact, it was neutral. Cesar Moreno Bravo said it is common practice in the Council that when there are opposing views from IAAF Committees or Commissions, the Council takes a neutral stand and the proposal is put before the IAAF Congress to decide. The technical error concerning this proposal could yet be another reason to add to the list of grievances to be presented to the IAAF Council and Congress. 

Cesar Moreno Bravo said that he would ask the IAAF Council to defer implementation of the new rule until the next IAAF Congress and ruled that the committee work on a strategy for challenging the new rule before the entity in Daegu. He clarified that until further notice, all Masters’ associations under IAAF MF must adhere to the new rule and those not affiliated with the IAAF can stick to the age 35.  

Jim Blair wondered how the IAAF Congress can amend a WMA Rule without first consenting with the organisation and evaluating the consequences especially at a time when Athletics has declined along the years. He noted that when Masters’ age had been established at 35-40 for both men and women in all categories, there was an evident increase in participation and interest in the sport. The adverse changes or exceptions will be damaging to the sport.

Stan Perkins stated that two WMA World Championship bids are now on hold until the age issue is settled. He said that at stake are: group races, couples that sign up to participate in an event together and the participation of women. The financial impact on the WMA is estimated to be between 11% -15% fee loss.  It was also noted that the new rule is causing a discrepancy between age categories in national and international masters’ championships.   View the confusion and chaos that has reigned since this new rule, the WMA President has been given the task of compiling arguments against IAAF Rule 141 so that the Chairman can present the issue before the IAAF Council in August 2010 with the objective that the motion can once again be tabled for reconsideration before the 2011 IAAF Congress in Daegu.

10.2 Anti-doping Tests – Bridget Cushen

Can WADA give the WMA a grant for Masters’ Anti-doping purposes? Stan Perkins explained that aside from the fact that the WMA is not considered a sporting federation in the eyes of WADA, its stand is that education is the responsibility of each sport. He did however say that he envisions proposing to the WMA Council a 5US$ levy fee for masters’ participants at each WMA event. This, he said, seems to be the only solution to help finance educational programs and provide information on the subject.

10.3 Homologation of Records & Scoring Tables at Official WMA    

       Championships – Marina Hoernecke-Gil


The committee was informed that the new WMA Scoring Tables have been published on the WMA website and are to be implemented as of 1 May 2010. 

10.4 IAAF Masters’ Committee Cooperation with National T & F Masters’ 
       Committees – Vadim Marshev

The IAAF General Secretary, Stan Perkins and Cesar Moreno Bravo were asked to enquire from IAAF MFs what Masters’ activities are taking place in their respective areas. Vadim Marshev wondered why RUS has not organised any European Masters Championships to which Dieter Massin responded that he is ready to write and solicit RUS about bidding for a future EVAA Championship. 

10.5 Masters’ Road Running – Dr Danny Daniels’ Presentation


Dr Danny Daniel’s main issue was that there are not enough opportunities for long distance runners therefore; there is a need to increase events in this domain. Bridget Cushion was, however, cautious on the matter saying that it is not possible to add on more events as the athletes will not be able to recuperate.  

 The Chairman said that this matter was under the jurisdiction of the WMA and as such, should be presented to the WMA Council.

11. DATE AND VENUE OF NEXT   MEETING


The Chairman said that depending on the 2011 competition calendar, the date and venue of the next meeting will be determined by the General Secretary later on in the year. Bridget Cushen proposed that the 2012 meeting take place in London.
